To enable people who work or volunteer with older people reduce their social isolation, by helping them access email and the Internet. This will involve learning about the award winning Moose in the Hoose project, which has successfully helped many older people living in care homes and day centres engage with a wide variety of computer technology.

· Issues – confidentiality, adult protection, loss

This course will be of interest to those working with older people in sheltered housing, care homes and other projects aiming to reduce the loneliness experienced by many older people. Course participants will need to have a basic understanding of how to use email and the internet.
